Advisory Group – Terms of Reference


Many people with learning disabilities have ‘friends’ who go on to abuse the trust placed in them. This has led to people losing their independence, exploitation, ﬁnancial, physical and sexual abuse and even murder. 

The Safety Net project aims to prevent this abuse by increasing awareness of the issue for people with learning disabilities, carers, professionals and the wider community. 

The aim of the Safety Net Advisory Group is to –

· Offer advice, support and guidance to the project

· Offer Individual expertise in specific areas covered by the project

· Ensure that all those who can have a positive impact on the work of the project are represented.

· Ensure that the project does not repeat work already done elsewhere

· Ensure the project is relevant to the needs of the learning disability sector

· Allow discussion and debate about any issues that arise during the course of the project

· Assist in the dissemination of the work and make suggestions as to potential sources of funding as the project closes.

The group will be made up of interested and relevant parties, including individuals, family carers, voluntary and statutory organisations, academics or others.  The group will be no more than 12 members.

On occasion other interested parties may be invited to attend meetings. 

Funding for the project covers England only.  Although monies will not be paid for attendance at meetings, travel expenses to/from these meetings will be paid where requested.

The group will convene three times per year, however some of these meetings will be teleconferences rather than face to face.
